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2. Introduction2.1 This bid document is for procurement of items as mentioned in Section –V“Tentative list of Required Items”.2.2 This Section (Section II) provides relevant information as well as instructions to assistthe prospective bidders in preparation and submission of bids. It also includes themode and procedure to be adopted by the Purchaser for receipt and opening of bids aswell as scrutiny and evaluation of bids and subsequent placement of contract.2.3 Before formulating the bid and submitting the same to the Purchaser, the bidder shouldread and examine all the terms and conditions, instructions, specifications etc.contained in the bid  document. Failure to  provide and/or comply with the requiredinformation, instructions etc. incorporated in this bid document, may result in rejection ofthe bid.
3 Language of BidThe bid submitted by the bidder and all subsequent correspondence and documentsrelating to the bid, exchanged between the bidder and the SAI, shall be written in Englishor Hindi language. However, the language of any printed literature furnished by thebidder in connection with its bid may be written in any other language providedthe same is accompanied by an English or Hindi translation and, for purpose ofinterpretation of the bid, the English translation shall prevail.
4 Eligible Goods and related servicesAll goods and related services to be supplied under the contract shall have their origin inIndia or any other country with which India has not banned trade relations. The term“origin” used in this clause means the place where the goods are mined, grown,produced, or manufactured or from where the related services are arranged andsupplied.
5 Tendering ExpensesThe Bidders shall bear all costs and expenditure incurred and/or to be incurred by itin connection with its tender including preparation, mailing and submission of its tenderand for subsequent processing the same. The purchaser will, in no case be responsible orliable for any such cost, expenditure etc regardless of the conduct or outcome of thetendering process.
6 Local ConditionsIt is imperative that each bidder fully acquaints himself with all the local conditions andfactors, which  would have any effect on  the performance/completion of the contractin all respect. Bidders would themselves be responsible for compliance with Rules,Regulations, Laws and Acts in force from time to time in India and/or country ofmanufacture and supply. On such matters, the purchaser shall not entertain any requestfrom the bidders.

If due to administrative reasons the venue / date/ time of bidopening are changed, it will be uploaded on CPP Portal and on the SAI’s website.24.2 In case the specified date of bid opening falls on a holiday or is subsequently declared aholiday or closed day for the Purchaser, the bids will be opened at the appointed time andplace on the next working day.24.3 Authorized representatives of the bidders, who have submitted bids on time may attendthe bid opening provided they bring with them letters of authority from thecorresponding bidders. Letter of authority for attending the bid opening meeting shouldbe in the format placed at Section IV (E).24.4 Two – bid system as mentioned in Para 12 above will be as follows:-24.5 Technical Bids will be opened in the first instance, at the prescribed date and time asindicated in Section –I (IFB). These bids shall be scrutinized and evaluated by thePurchaser with reference to parameters prescribed in the Bid Document. During theTechnical bid opening, the bid opening official(s) will read the salient features of thebids like brief description of the items offered, delivery period, Bid Security and anyother special features of the bids, as deemed fit by them. Thereafter, in the second stage,the Financial Bids of only the technically acceptable bids / offers (as decided in the firststage) shall be opened for further scrutiny and evaluation on a date notified after theevaluation of the Technical Bid.

(f) SCRUTINY AND EVALUATION OF BIDS

25 Basic PrincipleBids will be evaluated on the basis of the terms & conditions already incorporated in theTE document, based on which tenders have been received and the terms, conditions etc.mentioned by the bidders in their tenders. No new condition will be brought in whilescrutinizing and evaluating the tenders.
26 Scrutiny of Bids26.1 The Purchaser will examine the Bids to determine whether they are complete, whetherthe documents have been properly signed, stamped and whether the Bids aregenerally in order.
26.2 Prior to the evaluation of Price Bids, the Purchaser will determine the substantialresponsiveness of each Bid to the Bidding Document. For purposes of these clauses, asubstantially responsive Bid is one, which conforms to all the terms and conditions of theBidding Documents including Technical Specifications without material deviations.However the Purchaser may waive minor deviation and /or minor irregularity and/orminor nonconformity in the Bid,26.3 If a Bid is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected by the Purchaser.

Discount on MRP for all items and who meets the laid down Qualification Criteria
in the Bid documents.29.3 The Purchaser reserves the right to give the price preference/ purchase preferenceas per the instruction in vogue while evaluating, comparing and ranking theresponsive Bids. The Bidders claiming the same should enclose the concernedNotification of Govt. of India along with other relevant documents so as to establish theirclaim for such preferences.
