A. PREAMBLE

Introduction

The Purchaser/NS NIS Patiala has issued these Bidding Documents for purchase of goods and related
services as mentioned in Section — V — “Schedule of Requirements”, which also indicates, inter alia, the
required delivery schedule, terms and place of delivery.

This section (Section Il - “Instruction to Bidder”) provides the relevant information as well as instructions to
assist the prospective Bidder in preparation and submission of Bids. It also includes themode and procedure to
be adopted by the Purchaser for receipt and opening as well as scrutiny and evaluation of Bid and subsequent
placement of contract.

Normally, goods to be supplied to government departments against government contracts are exempted from
levy of town duty, Octroi duty, terminal tax and other levies of local bodies.

Unless otherwise specifically indicated in this Bidding Document, the terms FCA, FOB, CIF, CIP, DDPetc.,
shall be governed by the current edition of International Commercial Terms (INCOTERMS), published by
the International Chamber of Commerce, Paris.

The supplier shall deliver the goods and perform the services under the contract withinthe
time schedule specified by the Purchaser as incorporated in the contract. The Suppliershall
off load the goods as directed by the Purchaser.

In cases where Delivery Period is linked with date of opening of Letter of Credit, and in
case the Letter of Credit is amended to make Letter of Credit as per contract, then in such
cases the Delivery Period will be calculated from the date of amendment of Letter of
Credit.

Subject to the provision of Force Majeure under GCC clause 19, any unexcused delay by
the supplier in maintaining its contractual obligations towards delivery of goods and
performance of services shall render the supplier liable to any or all of the following
sanctions:

Imposition of Liquidated Damages,

Forfeiture of its Performance Security and

Termination of the Contract for default.

If at any time during the currency of the contract, the Supplier encounters conditions
hindering timely delivery of the goods and performance of services, the Supplier shall
promptly inform the Purchaser in writing about the same and its likely duration and makea
request to the Purchaser for extension of the delivery schedule accordingly. Onreceiving the

When the period of delivery is extended due to unexcused delay by the supplier, the
amendment letter extending the delivery period shall, inter alia contain the following
conditions:

The Purchaser shall recover from the Supplier, under the provisions of the clause 16 of the
General Conditions of Contract, liquidated damages on the goods and services,
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which the Supplier has failed to deliver within the delivery period stipulated in the contract.

That no increase in price on account of any ground, whatsoever, including anystipulation in
the contract for increase in price on any other ground and, also includingstatutory increase
in or fresh imposition of customs duty, excise duty, sales tax/CST/VAT/CENVAT, Service
Tax and Works Contract Tax or on account of any other tax or duty which may be levied
in respect of the goods and services specifiedin the contract, which takes place after the
date of delivery stipulated in the contract shall be admissible on such of the said goods and
services as are delivered and performed after the date of the delivery stipulated in the
contract.

But nevertheless, the Purchaser shall be entitled to the benefit of any decrease in price on
account of reduction in or remission of customs duty, excise duty, sales
tax/CST/VAT/CENVAT, Service Tax and Works Contract Tax or any other duty or tax or
levy or on account of any other grounds, which takes place after the expiry of the date of
delivery stipulated in the contract.

The Supplier shall not despatch the goods after expiry of the delivery period. The Supplier
is required to apply to the Purchaser for extension of delivery period and obtainthe same
before despatch. In case the Supplier dispatches the goods without obtaining anextension, it
would be doing so at its own risk and no claim for payment for such supply and / or any
other expense related to such supply shall lie against the Purchaser.

Liquidated damages

Subject to the provision of Force Majeure under GCC clause 19, if the Supplier fails to
deliver any or all of the goods or fails to perform the services within the time frame(s)
incorporated in the contract, the Purchaser shall, without prejudice to other rights and
remedies available to the Purchaser under the contract, deduct from the contract price, as
liquidated damages, a sum equivalent to 0.5% per week of delay or part thereof on delayed
supply of goods and/or services until actual delivery or performance subject to amaximum
of 10% of the contract price.

Termination for default

Force Majeure

Unless otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing, the supplier shall
continue to perform its obligations under the contract as far as reasonably practical and
shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the Force
Majeure event.
If the performance in whole or in part or any obligation under this contract is preventedor
delayed by any reason of Force Majeure for a period exceeding sixty days, either party
may at its option terminate the contract without any financial repercussion on either side.
In case due to a Force Majeure event the Purchaser is unable to fulfil its contractual
commitment and responsibility, the Purchaser will notify the supplier accordingly and
subsequent actions taken on similar lines described in above sub-paragraphs.

Termination for convenience

The Purchaser reserves the right to terminate the contract, in whole or in part for its

Fall Clause

If the parties fail to resolve their dispute or difference by such mutual consultation
within twenty-one days of its occurrence, then, either the Purchaser or the supplier may
give notice to the other party of its intention to commence arbitration, as hereinafter
provided the applicable arbitration procedure will be as per the Arbitration and
Conciliation Act, 1996 of India. In the case of a dispute or difference arising between the
Purchaser/ Purchaser and a Supplier relating to any matter arising out of or connected
with the contract, such dispute or difference shall be referred to the sole arbitration,
appointed to be the arbitrator by the Sr. Executive Director (National Institute of Sports).
The award of the arbitrator will be final and binding on the parties to the Contract.
Venue of Arbitration: The venue of arbitration shall be the place from where the
contract has been issued, i.e., Patiala, India.

The courts of Patiala will have the exclusive jurisdiction to try the disputes.

common control with the bidder. The bidder is fully aware that it shall be disqualified from
providing consulting services resulting from or directly related to those goods, works, or
non-consulting services. Further, the bidder is also aware of the fact that in case it has been
hired to provide consulting services for the preparation or implementation of a project, or
any affiliate that directly or indirectly controls, is controlled by, or is under common
control with the firm, shall be disqualified from subsequently providing goods, works, or
services (other than consulting services) resulting from or directly related to the consulting
services for such preparation or implementation. This provision does not apply to the
various firms (consultants, contractors, or suppliers) which together are performing the
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Bidder’s obligations under a turnkey or design and build contract.

@) Conflict among consulting assignments — The bidder understands that neither bidder
(including their personnel and sub-consultants), nor any affiliate that directly or indirectly
controls, is controlled by, or is under common control with the firm, shall be hired for
theassignment that, by its nature, may be in conflict with another assignment of the bidder.
Asan example, bidders assisting the Institute in the privatization of public assets shall
neitherpurchase, nor advise purchasers of, such assets. Similarly, bidders hired to prepare
Terms of Reference (TOR) for an assignment shall not be hired for the assignment in
guestion.

() Relationship with the ;’s staff — The bidder is aware that the contract may not be
awarded to the bidder in case it is observed that it, including its experts and other
personnel, and sub-consultants, has/have a close business or family relationship with a
professional staffof the Institute(or of the project implementing agency) who are directly
or indirectly involved in any part of: (i) the preparation of the TOR for the assignment, (ii)
the selectionprocess for the contract; or (iii) the supervision of such contract, unless the
conflict stemming from this relationship has been resolved in a manner acceptable to the
Institutethroughout the selection process and the execution of the contract.

(iv) A Bidder shall submit only one proposal either individually or as a joint venture
partner in another proposal: If the bidder, including a joint venture partner, submits or
participates in more than one proposal, all such proposals shall be disqualified. This does
not, however, preclude a consulting firm to participate as a sub-consultant, or an individual
to participate as a team member, in more than one proposal when circumstances justify
and if permitted by the RFP.

2. Previous Transgression
The bidder declares that no previous transgression occurred in the last three years immediately before

signing of this Integrity Pact, with any other company in any country in respect of any corrupt
practices envisaged hereunder or with any Public Sector Enterprise in India or any Government
Department in India that could justify Bidder’s exclusion from the tender process.

The bidder agrees that if it makes incorrect statement on this subject, bidder can be disqualifiedfrom the
tender process or the contract, if already awarded can be terminated for such reason
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
