1'2 This Memorandum of understanding ("MoU") sets out below the principres
by which SAI and UoB can establish a formal arrangement regarding such
activity.

2, Principles

2.2 Any activity carried out within the broad framework of this MoU shall be
subject to the mutual-. consent of both parties, taking into account any
conshaints of time, funding and other relevant resources.

Subsidiary Agreements

In addition, it is envisaged that each activity that the parties wish to pursue in
accordance \ lth the purpose of this MoU will be govemed by terms and
conditions to.be.separately negotiated and mutually agfeed upon by the parties
tkough the signing ofone or more subsidiary agrelmlnts.

Renewal Anendment and Termination

This MoU shall be effective for aa initial period of one year from this date.
Thereafter, this MoU may be extended for a further period of one year or for
any other period of time as deemed appropriate by both parties, subject to their
mutual consent and any such extension to be made in writing and signed by
their authorised signatories.

The parties may amend this MoU at any time, provided it is with the prior
wdtten consent of both parties.

Either party may terminate this MoU at any time by giving six months' notice
to the other party in writing.

General

The parties to this MoU shall not be deemed to be in breach of this
understanding or otherwise liable to any other party in any manner whatsoever
for any failure or delay in performing or initiating the activities proposed in
this MoU.

Neither party shall be permitted to use the otler's name, crest, logo or
branding without first having obtained the other's written consent to such use
and fully complying with the user guidelines and both parties shall
immediately cease use of such name, crest, logo or branding upon termination
or expiry of this MoU. All the Intellectual property Rights belonging to the
party shall remain vested with that party

This MoU records the rurderstanding between the parties and is not intended to
be a legally binding document and shall not be enforceable in anv Court of
Law.
