INTRODUCTION

1.1 It is the objective of Sports Authority of India (hereafter referred to as ‘SAl’) to empanel
reputed Producers/Production Agencies, who can produce Khelo India University
Games and/or other similar endeavours of SAl (herein after collectively called ‘Event’)
and provide live feed for telecast on National television and assist in increasing
popularity of the Event.

1.2 The main objective of this empanelment is to ensure High-quality production of the
Event. Only the empanelled Bidders will be eligible to participate in RFP stage to bid for
a limited tender enquiry stating the exact requirements for the project.

1.3 For the sake of clarity, all Intellectual Property Rights in respect of the Event shall be
owned by SAl and nothing in this RFE or in any subsequent documents shall convey
transfer of ownership of such rights to the Empanelled Agency.

1.4 This Request for Empanelment (RFE) Document provides the relevant information as
well as instructions to assist the prospective bidders (“Bidder”) in preparation and
submission of Bids.
