Commodore Garg was the High-Performance Director with Sports Authority of India till June 2021
and is an Arjuna Awardee recipient (1990) in Sailing and Major Dhyan Chand Khel Ratna Awardee in
1993-94. He joined Indian Navy in 1984 and handled various important and prestigious assignments
over 34 years of service.

As an ex-athelete, he represented India in five Asian Games from 1986 to 2002 in Enterprise Class

couple of Bronze medals at the 1990 and 1994 Asian Games.
