MYAS has sanctioned an amount of Rs. 7.7 Cr towards the participation of the Indian contingent at

The team also had a preparatory coaching camp at Sports Authority of India’s (SAI) Jawaharlal Nehru 

Stadium, Delhi to prepare for the world event which will see participation from over 7000 athletes 

from 190 countries. 

 

The mega event, which will be held from June 17 till 25th June, will see the Indian Athletes fight for 

medals in 16 different sports disciplines.  
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
