Minor infirmity/ irregularity/ Non-conformity

If during the preliminary examination, the purchaser finds any minor infirmity and/ or
irregularity and/ or non-conformity in a tender, the purchaser may reject or may convey its
observation on such ‘minor’ issues to the bidder by registered / speed post etc. asking the
bidder to response by a specified date. If the bidder does not reply by the specified date or
gives evasive reply without clarifying the point at issue in clear terms, that tender will be
liable to be ignored.

Discrepancies in Prices

. Bidders are advised to exercise adequate care in quoting the prices. No

excuse for corrections in the quoted figures will be entertained after the submission of
the Bid.

If, in the price structure quoted by a bidder, there is discrepancy between
the unit price and the total price (which is obtained by multiplying the unit price by the
quantity), the unit price shall prevail and the total price corrected accordingly, unlessthe
purchaser feels that the bidder has made a mistake in placing the decimal point in the
unit price, in which case the total price as quoted shall prevail over the unit price and the
unit price corrected accordingly

If there is an error in a total price, which has been worked out through
addition and/orsubtraction of subtotals, the subtotals shall prevail and the total corrected,
and

If there is a discrepancy between the amount expressed in words and
figures, the amount in words shall prevail.

If, as per the judgment of the purchaser, there is any such arithmetical
discrepancy in a tender, the same will be suitably conveyed to the bidder by
registered/speed post. If the bidder does not agree to the observation of the purchaser,
the tender is liable to be ignored.

Arithmetic errors in proposals will be corrected as follows: In case of
discrepancy between the amounts mentioned in figures and in words, the amount in
words shallgovern. The amount stated in the proposal form, adjusted in accordance with
the above procedure, shall be considered as binding, unless it causes the overall
proposal price to rise, in which case the proposal price shall govern.

EVALUATION CRITERIA

14.2. Overall weightage of 30% for Financial Bid and 70% weightage for Technical Bid
shall beconsidered while calculating final score.
14.3. A Bidder must get a minimum of 70 marks (out of 100 marks) in the Technical

Evaluation to proceed to opening of Financial/Price bid.

maximum weightage Sf,(30 marks) and the bids of the other Bidders shall be granted
weights in proportion to the Bid of the highest Bidder(bidder who gets the maximum
weightage, Sf).

The Bid of the Bidder, who obtains the highest total score (Ts=St+Sf) across the
technical bid and the Financial/Price bid, will be rated as the ‘Best Bid’ and will be
declared as the successful Bidder. In the event that one or more Bidders have the
same Ts value, the Bidwith the highest technical score (St) will be rated as the ‘Best
Bid'.

Further, in the event that one or more Bidders with the same Ts value, the bidder
who scores highest in ‘Quality of Proposed Team’ in Technical Evaluation criteria, will
be rated as the ‘Best Bid’. In case, the bidders are still maintaining a tie, the
evaluation committee has the decision making power to choose the ‘Best Bid’ based
on the technical presentations by the bidders.

Supporting documents for bid evaluation shall also be verified during
presentation. The bidders are advised to make their presentation strictly according to
the evaluation criteriabased on the credentials submitted above.

However, in case of minor deviation and/or minor irregularity and/or minor non-
conformity in the Bid (as defined in 7.3.4 of Manual for Procurement of Goods/
Services 2017 issuedby Department of Expenditure), SAl may waive the same. If a
Bid is not Substantially Responsive, it will be rejected by SAl.

DECLARATION OF SUCCESSFUL BIDDER

Prior to the expiration of the validity period for the Bid, SAl notify the successful
Bidder inwriting by Notification of Award that its Bid has been accepted. SAI will also
send to the successful Bidder, a draft of the Service Agreement, along with the afore-
mentioned notification. The successful Bidder and SAl shall discuss and enter into a
mutually agreeable final written form of the Service Agreement and each party shall
retain one original of the signed Service Agreement. It is clarified that the Service
Agreement will incorporate the provisions and principles of the RFP and the Bid
submitted by the successful Bidder and shall not have terms and conditions more
onerous on the Service Provider than those contained in the RFP.

The Performance Guarantee shall be
revalidated and replenished immediately upon invocation by SAl. It may require
revalidation from time to time as the case may be.

All incidental charges whatsoever such as premium and commission with
respect to the Performance Security shall be borne by the Service Provider. No
interest will be payable on the Performance Security by SAI.

In the event of any failure/any breach or violation on the part of the Service
Provider, which is not cured within reasonable time from receiving a written notice of
such failure from SAl, to comply with the requirements of the scope of work specified
in this RFP, shall constitute sufficient grounds and entitlement for the enforcement of
the Performance Security by SAI.

SCOPE OF WORK & TIMELINES OF THE PROJECT

The scope of the work requires the successful bidder to deploy fulltime
manpower at SAIl for the contract period to successfully execute services as
mentioned in TOR. The requirements may evolve over time. The tentative detailed
scope of work and details of required manpower during the contract period is
mentioned in Annexure |.

The term of association shall be for 12 months from the date of execution of
contract/agreement, or until completion of all contractual obligations as per RFP
whichever is later. SAl reserves the right to renew/extend the contract in writing for a
period of another year at the same price, terms and conditions in this tender. The
resources with proper qualifications as required by SAIl should be deployed within 30
days from the date of notification of award. If extension is needed in deployment of
an employee, it should be properly informed to SAl authorities in advance.

MANPOWER REQUIREMENT

Bidder shall provide required number of skilled personnel as defined in Clause 4
of Annexure |, Bidder must provide clear definition of the role and responsibility of
each individual personnel as part of its proposal.

SAl reserves the right to interview all the proposed resources before accepting
deployment in the project.

Bidder shall use commercially reasonable efforts to ensure it retains the
services of its Key resources, including provisioning of competitive compensation,
benefits and other conditions to its Resources to incentivize them to remain in
Bidder's employment.

Bidder shall not make any changes to the composition of the Key resources and
not require or request any member of the Key resource to cease or reduce his or her
involvement in the provision of the Services during the Term (or agree to any request
other than from SAI that would have the same effect):

Unless that person resigns, is terminated for cause, medically unavailable,
dies, is long-term disabled, is on permitted mandatory leave under Applicable Law or
retires; or

Without SAI’s prior written consent.

In case the resource has resigned then the bidder must inform within one week
of such resignation.

Bidder shall promptly initiate a search for a replacement to ensure that the role
of any member of the Key resource is not vacant for any longer than 10 days, subject
to reasonable extensions requested by Bidder to SAI.

Before assigning any replacement member of the Key Resources to the
provision of the Services, Bidder shall provide SAl with:

Curriculum vitae and any other information about the candidate that is
reasonably requested by SAIl; and

An opportunity to interview the candidate.

The bidder must provide replacement resource who score at least the same
marks as the resource proposed originally on the same evaluation parameters defined
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in this Term of Reference document.

If SAI objects to the appointment, Bidder shall not assign the individual to that
positionand shall seek an alternative resource.

The bidder must ensure at least 4 weeks overlap period for knowledge transfer
in such replacements.

The bidder will be responsible to provide resources with laptops enabled with
required tools related to work and development environment for completing this
engagement.

The Bidder will immediately provide for replacement of resources in the event if
SAl is not satisfied with the resource.

TERMS OF PAYMENT

The payment will be made as mentioned below, after satisfactory completion and
acceptance of the required monthly reports to be submitted. The invoices should be
submitted along with approval from concerned authorities.

Time and quality shall be the essence of the contract.

Any delay incurred from the part of service provider against the above defined
timelines will not be considered for payment by the purchaser. Such payments will
attract penalty as per Clause 21. In no circumstance, any payment excess to the
contractual obligation will be made to the service provider.

Service Provider should furnish details of the location from where they are
going to raisetheir Bills / Invoices to SAI.

Service Provider must raise their Bills / Invoices in the name of SAI along with
completion certificate from the concerned authorities regarding each phase.

Payment must be subjected to deductions of any amount for which the service
provider is liable under the tender conditions. Further, all payments shall be made
subject to deduction of TDS (Tax deduction at source) as per the current Income-Tax
Act and /or any other Govt. Orders / rules. The service provider shall be liable for
taxes such as GST or any other applicable tax.

SAl will pay the amount as per the invoice by way of e-transfer/RTGS/NEFT
through public financial management system, subject to satisfactory work and other
parameters as may be defined by SAl.

Service Provider has to take all overhead costs into consideration while
submitting the bid.

Any expenses that may be incurred during any official travel, SAI may
reimburse the Bidder as per actuals or may directly facilitate the Travel, Boarding &
Lodging.

OTHER TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE BID

All information / details submitted to SAIl shall be supported by documentary
proof duly certified by the authorised signatory of the Bidder.

Save as expressly authorized by SAl in writing, the Service Provider shall not,
without the prior express approval of SAl, incur any liabilities on behalf of SAIl, pledge
the credit of SAI or make any representations or give any warranty on behalf of SAI.

The mere submission of Bids in response to this RFP by a Bidder, or the
rejection thereof by SAl, in its absolute discretion, shall not itself constitute any
relationship, legal or otherwise, between SAl and the Bidder or give rise to or be
deemed to give rise to any cause or grievance to the Bidder against SAl and further
shall not for any reason or in any manner confer on the Bidder any right or
entitlement to raise any claim regarding any term or condition contained herein nor in
respect of any act or omission or decision taken by SAI.

The Bidder must strictly comply with all terms and conditions herein. SAl reserves
the right to call upon any or all the Bidders to satisfy SAIl regarding the correctness
and genuineness of any document submitted or information furnished by the Bidder
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or may call for any additional documents / information from the Bidders to verify the
information provided by the Bidder or may further seek any clarification or elaboration
from the Bidder at any time prior to the finalization of the Bid. However, this shall not
be construed to confer any kind of right or entittlement on the Bidder to submit any
additional document / information after the submission of its Bid. Further, SAI may
call upon any or all the Bidders to make a presentation to SAI in respect of the
capabilities represented by the Bidder at any time prior to the finalization of the Bid.
Any Bidder who refuses to or otherwise neglects to make such presentation to SAI
shall not be considered for any further evaluation and shall stand immediately
disqualified.

The Consultant may subcontract part of the Services to an extent and with such
Key Experts and Sub-consultants as may be approved in advance by the Client.
Notwithstanding such approval, the Consultant shall retain full responsibility for the
Services.

The Bidder shall maintain and provide, at its own expense and to the reasonable
satisfaction of SAl, such offices and other premises, as may be necessary for the
efficient and effective performance of its obligations under the scope of work.

Privileges: The following privileges shall be extended to the Service Provider:

a. Performance certificate to be issued by SAl to the Service Provider
upon the satisfactory discharge of its services in respect of each Phase of the
project.

b. Successful completion certificate to be issued by SAI after completion of
contract tothe satisfaction of SAI.

Governing Law and Jurisdiction: The RFP and the relationship between the
Bidder andSAl shall be interpreted in accordance with the laws of India. The courts of
Delhi shall have exclusive jurisdiction over any dispute arising in relation to the RFP
and/or the relationship between the Bidder and SAI.

It will be the responsibility of each Bidder to fully acquaint itself with all
operational and legal conditions and factors which may have any effect on the
execution of the awarded contract as described in the RFP. SAIl shall not entertain
any request for clarification from the Bidder in relation to such operational or legal
conditions. Further, no financial adjustments to the Bids shall be made subsequent to
the submission of the Bid on anyaccount whatsoever, including on account of the
failure of the Bidder to apprise itself of any legal or local operational conditions /
factors. The Bidder cannot be taken over/bought over by another company, except
with the prior written approval and terms and conditions of SAl and subject to the
condition that all the obligations and execution responsibilities under the agreement
with SAl, should be passed on for compliance bythe new company in the negotiation
for their transfer. In case of non-compliance, the award/ bid process shall be
terminated with immediate effect. SAl may, at any time, immediately terminate the
contract by giving written notice to the successful Bidder without any compensation or
liability, if the Bidder commits any breach of contract, hasmisrepresented or becomes
bankrupt or otherwise insolvent, and/or SAl is not satisfied with the work of the Bidder
provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or
remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to SAl. However, in the event
SAl, wishes to terminate for convenience, it shall serve a noticeperiod of 30 days to
the Bidder, without any cost and/or liability.

The bidder must monitor and deploy sufficient skilled manpower as defined in
Manpower Requirement to complete the deliverables as per timelines mentioned in
Scope of Work. However, the manpower as deployed by the Bidder, shall remain in
the employment of the Bidder for all purposes and there shall be no employer-
employee relationship between SAIl and personal employed by the Bidder. The
relationship between SAIl and the Bidder shall be on principal basis only.

It will be responsibility of the bidder to ensure and verify the educational
qualifications and experience of the resources deployed in SAI.

The bidder shall be responsible for ensuring timely payment to the resources
deployed in the project and complying to all laws of the land including statutory
liabilities while doing the same.

The bidder is required ensure the availability of Manpower as mentioned in
Clause 4 of Annexure | of this RFP and any unauthorised absence of resources for a
period of morethan 2 weeks after requirement will attract penalties.
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PENALTY

In case the Service Provider/resource deployed fails to commence/execute the
work as assigned to them, SAl reserves the right to impose the penalty of at 0.50% of
the total project cost and in case of unsatisfactory performance of the resource even
after formal warning, SAI reserves the right to impose the penalty at 0.50% of the
monthly billable value of the individual per such incidents as approved by the
competent authority. However, the total penalty levied during the project duration
shall not be more than 10% of the total project value. Further,

Substitution of key personnel can be allowed only in compelling or unavoidable
situations only and the substitute shall be of equivalent or higher credentials. If the
resources deployed resigns or is to be replaced by the selected agency, no penalty
would be applicable subject to written consent of SAI. SAl reserves the right to allow
substitution of the Key personnel without penalty if due justification like termination by
the client/firm, terminal illness or death etc. is available. If SAlI does not provide any
written consent, penalty as stipulated below will apply:
¢ Replacement of first personnel: No penalty
¢ Replacement of second personnel: will be subject to reduction of remuneration by

5% of the remuneration which would have been paid to the original personnel,

from the date of the replacement till completion of contract.

e Further Replacements: will be subject to reduction of remuneration by 10% of the
remuneration which would have been paid to the original personnel, from the date
of the replacement till completion of contract.

No If the performance continues to be poor beyond, what is stipulated in 21.1
above SAl reserves the right to:

e Cancel/terminate the contract forfeiting the Performance Security besides other
rights and remedies as may be available to the SAI.

e The Service Provider shall be debarred from participating in such type of tender
and his Performance Security may also be forfeited / invoked, if so warranted.

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

Any default or breach in discharging obligations under this RFP by the selected
Bidder while rendering services / supplies to SAl, shall invite all or any actions /
sanctions, as the case maybe. The decision of SAl arrived at as above will be final and
no representation of any kind will be entertained on the above. Any attempt by any
bidder to put pressure of any kind, may disqualify the bidder for the present RFP and
the bidder may also be liable to be debarred from bidding for SAl /SAI RFPs in future
for a period of at least three years.

SAl reserves the right to modify and amend any of the stipulated
condition/criterion given in this RFP, depending upon project priorities vis-a-vis urgent
commitments.

SAl also reserves the right to accept/reject a bid, to cancel/abort RFP process
and/or reject all bids at any time prior to award of work without thereby incurring any
liability to the affected agencies on the grounds of such action taken by SAl.

SAl may not award any work to the any bidder at its own discretion without
assigning any reason thereof.

Any default by the bidders in respect of RFP terms & conditions will lead to
rejection of the bid.

The decision of SAI arrived during the various stages of the evaluation of the
bids is final & binding on all bidders. Any representation towards these shall not be
entertained by SAI. Reasons for rejecting a bid will be disclosed only when an enquiry
is made by the concerned bidder.

In case the bidder is found in-breach of any condition(s) of RFP at any stage
during the course of project deployment period, the legal action as per rules/laws will
be taken.

Any attempt by bidder to bring pressure towards SAl's decision making process,
such Bidder shall be disqualified for participation in the present RFP and those Bidders
may be liable to be debarred from bidding for SAl tenders in future for a period of three
years.

Printed/written conditions mentioned in the RFP bids submitted by Bidder will
disqualify them and will not be binding on SAl.

Upon verification, evaluation/assessment, if in case any information furnished by
the Agency is found to be false/incorrect, their total bid shall be summarily rejected and



no correspondence on the same, shall be entertained. SAI will not be responsible for
any misinterpretation or wrong assumption by the Agency, while responding to this
RFP.

22.11. Only those bidders, who satisfy the eligibility requirements and accept the terms

and conditions of this RFP document, shall be short-listed for further evaluation.

22.12. It is urged through this RFP that misrepresentation of facts shall be dealt with

Generated as a part of implementation of this project shall solely vest with the
SAl/Purchaser.

The Bidder shall ensure that there is no infringement of any Intellectual Property
Rights (IPR) of third parties. However, if a third party claims that a product delivered by
the Bidder/ to Purchaser infringes that party’s patent or copyright/IPR’s in any form, the
Bidder shall keep SAl/Purchaser fully indemnified in this regard and shall defend
Purchaser against that claim at the Bidder’s/ expense and pay all costs, damages, and
attorney’s fees that a court finally awards or that are included in a settlement approved by
the Bidder.

The Bidder shall provide the source codes on Go-Live of the project. Any
changes/ updates in the source codes done by the Bidder as part of the deliverables of
the project during the contract period shall be provided to Purchaser as and when done.
At the end of the contract period, final documentation shall be provided by the selected
bidder to Purchaser with all updates and modifications failing which may lead to revoking
the performance security by Purchaser.

The Bidder agrees and acknowledges that all Intellectual Property Rights of
work created by the Bidder in pursuance to this RFP/Tender Documents shall stand
vested in favour of SAIl for all purposes.

HANDOVER

The selected bidder shall prepare a handover policy which shall be approved by

with the approval of SAI.

Handover shall include all course material (soft and hard copies), video tutorials if
any andany related documents.

Non-compliance may lead to forfeit of due payments and performance
security/bank guarantee, and other necessary action as may deem fit to SAI.

REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES

SAl, along with its employees, representatives, advisers, make no
representation or warranty and shall have no liability to any person including any Bidder
under any law, statute, rules or regulations or tort, principles of restitution or unjust
enrichment or otherwise for any loss, damages, cost or expense which may arise from or
be incurred or suffered on account of anything contained in this RFP or otherwise,
including the accuracy, adequacy, correctness, reliability or completeness of the RFP and
any assessment, assumption, statement or information contained therein or deemed to
form part of this RFP or arising in any way in this Selection Process.

SAl may in its absolute discretion, but without being under any obligation to do
so, update, amend or supplement the information, assessment or assumption contained
in this RFP.

The Bidder represents that all the information provided are truthful information
without concealment of any facts. In case, at any stage, it is found that any information
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given by the Bidder is false / incorrect / concealed, then SAI shall have the absolute right
to take any action as deemed fit including but not limited to dropping the Bidder from
consideration for award of work and/or blacklisting etc. Without incurring any liability to
the affected bidder(s) on the ground of SAI/SAI/MYAS’s action.

The Bidder represents that no effort has been used by the Bidder to influence
the Bid comparison / evaluation / work award decision by way of overt / covert
canvassing. Such an effort shall result in non-consideration / rejection of its Bid.

INDEMNIFICATIONS AND LIABILITIES

The bidder shall fully indemnify, hold harmless and defend MYAS/ SAI and its
Officers/Employees/Agents/Stockholders/Affiliates from and against all claims, demands,
actions, suits, damages, liabilities, losses, settlements, judgments, costs and expenses
(including but not limited to reasonable attorney’s fees and costs), whether or not
involving a third party claim including claims for infringement of Intellectual Property
Rights, which arise out of or relate to:

The Bidder shall bear all its costs associated with or relating to the preparation
and submission of its Bids including but not limited to preparation, copying, postage,
delivery fees, expenses associated with any demonstrations or presentations which may
be required by SAI or any other costs incurred in connection with or relating to its Bids.
All such costs and expenses will remain with the Bidder and SAl shall not be liable in any
manner whatsoever for the same or for any other costs or other expenses incurred by the
Bidder in preparation or submission of the Bids, regardless of the conduct or outcome of
the Selection Process.

The Successful Bidder shall at all times indemnify and keep indemnified SAl
against all claims/third party claims/damages etc. For any infringement of Intellectual
Property Rights (IPR) while providing its services under the Project.

The Successful Bidder shall at all times indemnify and keep indemnified SAl
against any claims in respect of any damages or compensation payable in consequences
of any accident, demise, or injury sustained or suffered by its (the Successful Bidder’s)
employees or agents or by any other third Party resulting from or by any action, omission
or operation conducted by or on behalf of the Successful Bidder.

The Successful Bidder shall at all times indemnify and keep indemnified SAl
against and any claims by Employees in respect of wages, salaries, remuneration,
compensation or the like.

All claims regarding indemnity shall survive the termination or expiry of the
Contract.

TERMINATION

SAl may terminate the Service Agreement by serving written notice:

a. Immediately in case the Bidder/Service Provider is in breach or fails to
remedy breach in the performance of its obligations hereunder. SAl may provide a
within 30 (Thirty) day notice to cure the defect, however failure to cure the defect
within 30 days or any within further period as the SAl may have subsequently
approved in writing, shall render the termination of the contract;

b. In the event services of the Bidder are not satisfactory or up to the mark;

C. If the Bidder/Service Provider becomes insolvent or goes into liquidation
or receivership, whether compulsory or voluntary, and which has substantial bearing
on providing services under the Service Agreement;

d. If the Service Provider fails to comply with any final decision reached as a
result ofarbitration proceedings
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e. If the Service Provider is determined to have engaged in corrupt or
fraudulentpractices in competing for or in executing the Service Agreement;

f. If the Service Provider submits to SAl a false statement which has a
material effecton the rights, obligations or interests of SAI;
g. Any other reason as deemed fit by SAI

The Successful Bidder may terminate the Agreement, by serving a 60 day
written notice to SAl, if they reasonably determine and submit that they can no longer
provide the Services in accordance with applicable law or professional obligations and in
such scenarios, SAl reserves the right to forfeit the Performance Security after due
evaluation.

FORCE MAJEURE

For purposes of this Clause, “Force Majeure” means an event beyond the
control of the Successful bidder and not involving the Successful bidder's fault or
negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but are not limited to, acts
done in sovereign or contractual capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics,
pandemics quarantine restrictions lockdowns and freight embargoes. The Successful
Bidder shall not be liable for imposition of any such sanction so long the delay and/or
failure of the Successful Bidder in fulfilling its obligations under the contract is the result
of an event of Force Majeure.

If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Successful Bidder shall promptly notify
SAl, New Delhi in writing of such conditions and the cause thereof within 7 (seven) days
of occurrence of such event. Unless otherwise directed by SAI, New Delhi in writing, the
Successful Bidder shall continue to perform its obligations under the contract as far as
reasonably practical and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not
prevented by the Force Majeure event.

If the performance in whole or in part or any obligation under this contract is
prevented or delayed by any reason of Force Majeure for a period exceeding 60 (sixty)
days, SAl may at its option terminate the contract without any financial repercussion on
either side.

In case due to a Force Majeure event SAI, New Delhi is unable to fulfil its
contractual commitment and responsibility, SAl, New Delhi will notify the Successful
Bidder accordingly and subsequent actions taken on similar lines described in above sub-
paragraphs.

DISPUTE SETTLEMENT MECHANISM

All disputes or differences arising out of or in connection with the present
contract including the one connected with the validity of the present contract or any part
thereof should be settled by bilateral discussions. SAl and the Successful bidder shall
make every effort to resolve amicably by direct informal negotiation any disagreement or
dispute arising between them under or in connection with the Contract.

If the parties fail to resolve their dispute or difference by such mutual
consultation within 30 (thirty) days of its occurrence, then, either SAl, New Delhi or the
Successful Bidder may give notice to the other party of its intention to commence
arbitration, as hereinafter provided the applicable arbitration procedure will be as per the
Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996, as amended ,the rules there under and any
statutory modifications or re- enactments thereof and the award of such Arbitration
Tribunal shall be enforceable in Indian courts only. In the case of a dispute or difference
arising between SAl and a Successful Bidder relating to any matter arising out of or
connected with the contract, such dispute or difference shall be referred to a sole
Arbitrator, who shall be appointed by the Parties by mutual consent, failing which each
party shall appoint one Arbitrator each and together the two Arbitrators shall appoint an
umpire. The award of the arbitrator will be final and binding on the parties to the Contract.
The fees and the procedure of the Arbitration proceeding shall be in accordance with the
prevailing policies of SAI.

Venue of Arbitration: The Sole Arbitrator shall have its seat in Delhi.

The Arbitration proceedings will be in English Language.

Each party shall bear its own cost of preparing and presenting its case. The cost
of Arbitration including the fees and expenses shall be shared equally by the parties,
unless otherwise awarded by the sole arbitrator.

The parties shall continue to perform their respective obligations under this
contract during the pendency of the Arbitration proceedings except in so far as such
obligations are the subject matter of Sai’'s Arbitration proceedings.

The Bidders are required to submit soft copies of their bids electronically on the
CPP Portal, using valid Digital Signature Certificates. The instructions given below are
meant to assist the Bidders in registering on the CPP Portal, prepare their bids in
accordance with the requirements and submitting their bids online on the CPP Portal.
More information useful for submitting online bids on the CPP Portal may be obtained at:

REGISTRATION
0] Bidders are required to enrol on the e-Procurement module of the Central Public
Procurement Portal (URL: https://eprocure.gov.in//eprocure/app ) by clicking on the
link “Online bidder Enrolment” on the CPP Portal which is free of charge.

(i) As part of the enrolment process, the Bidders will be required to choose a unique
username and assign a password for their accounts.
(iii) Bidders are advised to register their valid e-mail address and mobile numbers as

part of the registration process. These would be used for any communication from
the CPP Portal.

(iv) Upon enrolment, the Bidders will be required to register their valid Digital Signature
Certificate (Class Il or Class lll Certificates with signing key usage) issued by any
Certifying Authority recognized by CCA India (e.g. Sify/TCS/nCode/eMudhra etc.),
with their profile.

(V) Only one valid DSC should be registered by a Bidder. Please note that the Bidders
are responsible to ensure that they do not lend their DSC’s to others which may lead
to misuse.

To avoid the time and effort required in uploading the same set of standard
documents which are required to be submitted as a part of every bid, a provision of
uploading such standard documents (e.g. PAN card copy, annual reports, auditor
certificates etc.) has been provided the bidders. Bidders can use “My Space” or
“Other Important Documents” area available to them to upload such documents.
These documents may be directly submitted from the “My Space” area while
submitting a bid and need not be uploaded again and again.

SUBMISSION OF BIDS
